India and Ontario Sign Mineral Accord

The Government of Ontario and India’s Ministry of Mines signed a Memorandum of
Understanding that will help promote opportunities for mineral development and
investment. The agreement considers ways the two jurisdictions can work together
on a broad range of mineral sector activities of mutual interest. They include
geoscience development, mineral exploration, mine development, mines
rehabilitation, health and safety, and value-added processing. The agreement was
signed during a visit led by India’s Minister of Mines. The Indian mission is visiting
Ontario and Quebec to seek areas of cooperation and collaboration to help foster
growth within Ontario’s and India’s respective mineral development sectors.

Indians living outside India may soon vote

A Group of Ministers of the Government of India June 10, 2010 finalized a bill to
provide voting rights to non-resident Indians (NRIs). The re-drafted bill would be
tabled during the monsoon session of parliament beginning mid-July 2010. The bill is
seeking to amend section 20 of the Representation of the People Act, 1950. The
Government of India has accepted the committee's recommendation that the names
of NRIs should not be deleted from the voters' list even after their six months of
absence from their place of residence in India owing to their employment, education
or otherwise outside the country, as is the law presently.

Tax concessions to overseas Indians for philanthropic activities in India

The 'India Development Foundation for Overseas Indians', an initiative of the
Ministry of Overseas Indians Affairs (MOIA), is working towards granting tax
exemption to Indians who want to build schools, primary health centres and other
infrastructure in their villages and places of origin in India. According to Overseas
Indian Affairs minister Vayalar Ravi the process of registering the Foundation in the
US is already underway and is expected to be completed over the next three
months. Once it is successfully done in the US, the registration process will be
replicated in other countries, such as the UK and the Gulf. This initiative is expected
to benefit approximately 24 million Indians living abroad, as per official records.
