Member News 

 
Once again it was the ICCC member, the multimillion-dollar Easton’s Groups', Steve Gupta, 

being covered in one of the prestigious newspapers of Canada, National Post.  

  

The story begins in 1971. A 20 year old Bachelor of Science with only $108 in his pocket, landed 

in Toronto from his homeland, India. For him, his adopted home Canada was a land of 

opportunity, a place he had dreamed of for years. 

  

He moved into a series of rooming houses along Bathurst Street and Bloor Street West. He 

recalls that the rent was cheap, just $10 a week, and so were the houses which were sold for 

about $16,000. It was not long before he began buying and selling them. Buy, flip and roll the 

profits into the next deal. The deals got bigger!  

  

Today, his companies, gathered under the banner of The Easton’s Group, have total assets in 

the $350-million range. Next year they will likely top $500-million! 

  

The Easton's Group now has seven hotels in southern Ontario with another eight underway. It 

owns four restaurants and leases another three. It operates the largest service station in 

Canada at Highways 401 and 28 east of Toronto and still owns several hundred apartment units 

in the greater Toronto area, a business Easton is slowly moving out of. 

  

Mr. Gupta has hotels under brand names such as Comfort Inn, Hilton and Marriott in Toronto, 

Peterborough, Brampton and Vaughan, but will add to them-- two in downtown Toronto, two 

near Toronto's Pearson International Airport, one in Mississauga, one in Markham and one in 

Kingston. 

  

"I have always been a long-term thinker," he says. "Even with my first hotels. In the 1980s, 

often driven by the tax-shelter aspects, people were building low-end properties with very few 

amenities. When the market shifted, you could not do anything with them". 

  

Mr. Gupta has been a quiet force in Toronto since the early 1980s, when he and a group of 

partners picked up 2,500 apartment units formerly owned by Fidelity Trust. A few years later, 

again with partners, he added another 5,700 suites when the provincial government forced the 

sale of the real estate holdings acquired by Lenny Rosenberg, Bill Player and Andrew Markle 

from Cadillac Fairview. 

  

Toward the end of the decade, he moved sideways into hotels. His first was a hotel in Port Hope 

in 1988, not far from the services stations that he acquired in 1979. 

The service station, he says, was a bit of an anomaly. 

"I look at the figures, saw a chance to expand, saw the volume of traffic steadily rising and it all 

made sense as a long-term investment," he says. "So I bought it and its is now one of the 

biggest in Canada." 

  

Just 56, he sees decades of excitement and growth for Easton's Group. 

  

"That is what I love about Canada," he says. "Work hard and work smart and you can do almost 

anything."

India s foreign exchange reserves rose by US$ 1.8 billion during the week ending on 23 

March 2007 to touch US$ 197.75 billion. 

 

Canadian trade mission visits India 

Mr. Ted Menzies, Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister of International Trade, led a trade 

delegation to India from 12 to 16 March 2007 comprising representatives from infrastructure, 

financial, research and innovation sectors. The delegation visited New Delhi, Hyderabad, and 

Mumbai with an aim to strengthen Canada's relationship with India and increase export and 

investment opportunities for Canadian companies. During the visit, the delegation met Indian 

Ministers, Government officials and companies. The visit was a part of a comprehensive strategy 

to strengthen Canada's trade with India. 

 

Indo-Canada CEO s Forum Meet in New Delhi 

The first meeting of Indo-Canada of Indo-Canada CEO s Forum took place in New Delhi on 13 

March 2007. The Forum was jointly organised by Confederation of Indian Industry (CII) and 

Canadian Council of Chief Executives (CCCE) to strengthen trade and investment between India 

and Canada. 

 

India s Batliboi Ltd. acquires Quickmill Inc. 

Batliboi Ltd., a Mumbai based manufacturer of industrial machinery, has acquired Quickmill 

Inc., a Peterborough-based machine tool designer and manufacturer, in a deal worth nearly 

C$ 6 million. Batliboi will develop Quickmill as a separate entity and plans to market 

Quickmill products - milling and drilling centres used in heat exchanger, machinery 

equipment manufacturing, fabricated steel and custom machining service sectors - in India, 

China and west Asia. Batliboi will also use Quickmill s distribution network to sell Batliboi 

products in North America. 

 

HSMC to chip in US$ 4 billion for Indian fabs 

Hindustan Semiconductor Manufacturing Corporation (HSMC), a Silicon Valley-based 

semiconductor company will invest over US$ 4 billion in chip foundries in India, with 

Germany-based Infineon as its technology partner. HSMC and Infineon have signed a MOU 

to license its 130 nm CMOS process technology that would help build the foundation for the 

production of integrated circuits for mobile phones, ID cards and automotives in India. 

 

Areva T&D to invest Rs 4 billion in 3 years 

Areva T&D, a French power transmission and distribution company, will invest around Rs 4 

billion (US$ 8.9 million) in India over the next three years. The investment will mainly be 

made in setting up new plants, refurbishment of existing plants, among others. The company 

had recently acquired land on the outskirts of Vadodara in Gujarat where it would be setting 

up its second high-voltage transformer manufacturing unit, at an investment of 

35 million (Rs. 2 billion). 

 

Dutch firm buys 49% in CanBank MF 

Dutch asset manager Robeco Groep NV, a part of European banking giant Rabobank Groep 

and having assets worth 139 billion worldwide under management, has bought 49% stake 

in Canara Bank's asset management arm to gain a foothold in India s robust mutual fund 

industry. The asset management company, which would now be called Canara Robeco, aims 

to capture 5% of the market share in the next five years. 

 

UK s Trinity buys 6 million shares in Fortis for UK£ 10.3 million 

With an eye on India s fast-growing medical tourism market, Trinity Capital, a UK-based 



fund, has increased its strategic investment in Fortis Healthcare, by acquiring 6 million shares 

for UK£ 10.3 million, taking its total stake in Fortis Healthcare to 4.24%. With this investment, 

Trinity has the option to develop three hotels along with Fortis forthcoming hospitals. 

 

Sitel to invest Rs 1 billion in India 

Sitel, worth US$ 2-billion and world s second largest BPO company, will invest Rs 1 billion 

(US$ 22 million) in India in 2007-08. The company has opened its fifth BPO centre at 

Gurgaon in addition to its four BPOs located across Mumbai, Hyderabad and Chennai. Sitel 

plans to double its number of employees in India to 8,000 by next year and the Gurgaon BPO 

its biggest centre in the world. Sitel-India is a 50:50 joint venture with the Tata Group. 

 

HK firm takes 51% stake in Chennai company 

KERRY Logistics Network, part of the Hong Kong-based KUOK Group with diversified 

interests in logistics, property, hotels & resorts, has picked up a 51% equity stake in the 

Chennai-based Rs 750 million Reliable Freight Forwarders. The Indian promoters will hold 

49% in the company, now renamed Kerry Reliable Logistics. Reliable Freight Forwarders is 

engaged in providing CFS, warehousing and container repair services The focus of the new 

5 company will be on bonded warehouses & distribution centres The company may venture 

into transportation fleet, air cargo terminal and port related operations

flight will operate 5 times a week extending to daily service in the winter months. Jet
