The Government of India’s Ministry of Overseas Indian
Affairs (MOIA) has chosen your chamber to be the
host for the mini Pravasi Bharatiya Divas celebrations
in Canada scheduled for 2011.

In addition to the annual Pravasi Bharatiya Divas
(PBD) celebrations held in India, the Mini PBDs (as
these out of India PBDs are called) are essentially
regional events organized to reach out to the Indian
Diaspora in various parts of the world, who for various
reasons, are unable to attend the main event in India
and benefit from its deliberations.

The first such event was held in 2007 in New York,
followed by Singapore (2008), the Hague (2009) and
Durban (2010).

Next year, the ICCC will host PBD-Canada 2011 to
coincide with the Year of India in Canada celebration.
The event will further consolidate efforts undertaken
by both Canada and India to take their bilateral
relations on a different level.
