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Canada-India bilateral relations
Civil Nuclear Deal

India and Canada are expected to sign a civil nuclear agreement during Prime
Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh’s forthcoming visit to the G-20 Summit in Toronto later
this month. The agreement will allow Indian firms to export and import controlled
nuclear material, equipment and technology to and from Canada. The two countries
will also review their bilateral economic and cultural ties. A joint—study group set up
to explore the areas of mutual interests for concluding a Comprehensive Economic
Partnership Agreement (CEPA) has concluded its study and submitted its report. The
two leaders are expected to release the study and negotiations are expected to
commence, thereafter for concluding the proposed comprehensive economic
partnership agreement, the Foreign Investment Protection and Promotion Agreement
(FIPPA). Both countries will try to triple the bilateral trade and investment volume to
CAD 15 billion by 2015 from the current CAD 5 billion.

Overseas PBD in Canada

India’s Ministry of Overseas Indian Affairs (MOIA) has given an in principle assurance
to Indo-Canada Chamber of Commerce that the next overseas Pravasi Bharatiya
Divas (PBD) will be held in Canada in partnership with ICCC. The Ministry has
accepted the Chamber’s suggestion that was supported by Preeti Saran, Consul
General in Toronto. The event will be held in 2011 along with several other India-
themed events in Canada such as the Festival of India in Canada and the
International Indian Film Academy awards in Toronto.

Canada-India Education Council launched

The highly anticipated Canada India Education Council (CIEC) was officially launched
on May 25 at an impressive reception held in Toronto. Chaired by Hon. Pierre S
Pettigrew, PC Canada’s former Trade Minister, the launch attracted several education
experts from both countries, industry representatives and politicians, all of whom
took advantage of the opportunity to network and discuss the burgeoning ‘Canada-
India education corridor’. CIEC that will also feature Kam Rathee, past President of
the Canada-India Business Council as its honorary President and Dr. Sheila
Embleton, past President of the Shastri Indo-Canadian Institute, as Chair of CIEC's
Academic Relations Committee.



IIM-Bangalore & the Richard lvey School of Business

The Indian Institute of Management Bangalore (I1IMB) and the Richard Ivey School of
Business at the University of Western Ontario has signed a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) to foster and grow research collaborations between the two
management schools. This partnership also aims at developing India-specific case
materials for use in business education around the world. It will aid in improving the
level of Ph.D. training at Ivey and IIMB by providing support to doctoral students
who want to pursue course work and/or field research in Canada and/or India and
support IIMB’s emphasis on case-based teaching and writing.

RIM-Maestros Mediline Systems

With an aim to increase its market share in India, BlackBerry-maker Research in
Motion (RIM) has entered into a pact with medical equipment-maker Maestros
Mediline Systems (Maestros) to launch health care solutions in India by introducing
mobile electrocardiogram eUNO R10 application in its handsets. The tie-up would
enable doctors to remotely and accurately monitor the heart performance of their
patients at any time using BlackBerry smart phones powered by teleservices provider
Vodafone.

Iseemedia-IndiaTimes tie-up

Toronto-based iseemedia Inc. announced that it has formed a strategic partnership
with Indiatimes Mail that involves the integration of its iseemail software with
IndiaTimes Mail. The integration allows Indiatimes Mail users to migrate their web
email activities to their mobile phones through iseemedia’s agreements with Tata
Teleservices Ltd. and Reliance Communications, two large wireless service operators
in India. Indiatimes is a value-added services provider to the telecom industry in
India; it creates aggregates and distributes information, utilities and entertainment
to mobile users. iseemedia Inc. is a software development company focused on the
commercialization of a service delivery platform for delivering Blackberry-like email
services to the mass market and an advanced content delivery platform.

Aperto Networks wins large order

Aperto Networks, a wholly-owned subsidiary of BC-based Tranzeo Wireless
Technologies Inc., has received a purchase order valued at US$1.5M by an Indian
operator. The order for WiMAX equipment will be used to continue the expansion of
the operator’s existing broadband services to enterprise customers. Initial shipments
are expected to begin immediately and continue throughout 2010. Tranzeo Wireless
Technologies is a manufacturer of high-performance wireless network equipment
that allows communities and businesses to communicate without boundaries. Aperto
is a supplier of wireless broadband, mobile WiMAX and Enterprise VPN solutions.

While agricultural produce and fertilizers presently contribute as
much as 50% of exports to India from Canada, he envisages greater opportunities
developing in segments catering to key industries like aerospace and the auto sector.
